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THREE BIG CONCEPTS
· Migration has played a key role in shaping Utah’s current social and economic conditions and will be a key factor in shaping the future of the state’s social and economic standing amongst other states
· Just like people in earlier times, migration occurs  when people search for better opportunities and to gain experiences
· The migration flows between Utah and other states are complex and shaped by many factors including: population size and distance between states.

· Figure 6.1 –Number of migrants moving into and out of Utah from 1995-2000

(Why this one?  It shows an interesting correlation between the number of outmigrants and inmigrants that are coming from and going to different regions in the Unites States.)

· Why is migration considered a major dynamic in demography?

· What are some of the factors that lead people to migrate?
· According to Figure 6.1, why do you think there were more inmigrants than outmigrants in both the West and the Northeast?

HYPOTHESIS
· There were more inmigrants than outmigrants that came from the West and the Northeast because Utah was preparing for the 2002 Winter Olympic Games.  The migrants were people coming to see where the games will be held.
