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Chapter 9

Big Concepts

1- The state has a high fertility rate and young age structure so it is important to review the infant mortality and rate and overall child health care.  Infant mortality rate is an important indicator of the health and social conditions of a population.  Recall table 9.1 and infant mortality rate by county map.

2- The advantageous health of Utah’s citizens is primarily based on morality or longevity (chapter 5) but chapter 9 goes in to further detail.  Utah is known as one of the healthiest states in the U.S. (ranked 7th) because it has the lowest infant mortality rate and lowest rate of new cancer cases.  To measure health behaviors: regular exercise, cigarette smoking and alcohol drinking statistics are considered.  (However, Utahans are more likely to have health problems but less likely to evaluate their health as negative.)  Recall table 9.2, county health ranking map and county health factor rankings.  The healthiest counties are Morgan (1) and Cache (2) the least health county is Carbon.  Daggett, Rich, Piute and Wayne were not ranked.
