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THREE BIG CONCEPTS

1. Adherents and memberships

a. Religions treat membership different.  Because of this, surveyors use membership and “adherent”.  Members have full membership and are active; adherents include members as well as anyone who has an affiliation with that religion. For instance inactives for LDS. 

b. LDS report adherents but not members. 

2.  “unclaimed”

a. People do not affiliate themselves with any religious group.  They are growing in all counties but two; Tooele gained 110% catholic and 56% LDS.

b. Places like Daggett and Rich county that have a very small population a small shift of population can be a big change. 

c. San Juan county is 56% Native American which is why it is so high in unclaimed. 

3. LDS

a. LDS is over 50% of population in 26 out of 29 counties; Out of the adherents LDS is 90% in 20 out of 29 counties in both 1990 and 2000 census. 

b. However over 65% of catholic are in Salt Lake and Weber Counties and 62% of unclaimed live in these counties.

1. The decline of the LDS percentage among the population is due in part by the many work opportunities presented by the developing of the Olympics in 2002 for bringing in many Non- LDS residents whether temporary or permanent.
