· Route: We went South on 2100 East to 2700 South and from there to Nibley Park. The printing of the map just cuts off 700 East and our route to 400 South. 
· Little Dell… should be in low area of Dell Creek near “Mountain Dell” of map

· Lake Bonneville shoreline should be at the break in slope, as shown by contours, steep above, flat at the shoreline.. 
____ of 10 -- Drainage basin.  
Should follow the ridgeline. A watershed is the collection area for the drainage. Emigration Creek’s watershed should be along the divide with Parleys Creek’s drainage and with Red Butte Creek’s drainage. The “Little Mountain Summit” that we crossed is part of the divide, the boundary of watersheds. 

Gold stars and 2 extra points: at the mouth of the canyon, at the mountain front, show that the front drains into the valley directly, not into Emigration Creek. Emigration Creek’s watershed is what drains into the creek, and the watershed of Emigration Creek cuts down from the ridgeline.
